Tickets Go On Sale At 10 AM Saturday June 18
(Detroit, June 10, 2005) – The Scream 4 Tour featuring the summer’s hottest hip-hop and R&B artists is turning up the heat at Detroit’s Cobo Arena Friday, July 29.  Sizzling performances by Bow Wow, Omarion, Marcus Houston, Bobby Valentino, and Pretty Ricky are sure to make this year’s tour hotter than ever!  Tickets go on sale at 10 a.m. Saturday, June 18.

Smoking hot headliner Bow Wow has once again teamed up with legendary So So Def producer, Jermaine Dupri, on his upcoming album, Wanted.  The 18-year-old’s third album includes appearances by Snoop Dogg, Ciara, and Scream 4 Tour mate, Omarion on the hit track, “Let Me Hold You.”  Bow Wow, who changed his name from Lil' Bow Wow, began rapping at the age of five and experienced double platinum success with his debut album Beware of Dog (2000).  The young rapper went on to release two more albums, Doggy Bag (2001) and Unleashed (2003), and starred in the hit movies, “Like Mike” and “Johnson Family Vacation.”  Bow Wow's next feature film, “Roll Bounce,” drops in theaters September 12. The young celebrity is also gearing up to shoot a pilot for his ‘reality show meets sitcom,’ “Bow.”

After making his mark as the lead singer of R&B's multi-platinum quartet, B2K, Omarion is on fire with the success of his debut solo album O.  Nominated for two BET awards, including Viewers Choice and Best New Artist, Omarion once again blazed up Billboard’s Top 200 chart as a solo artist by landing in at No. 1.  The singer’s steaming hot career began in commercials before joining B2K at the age of 15.  Now with two platinum albums, a Christmas collection and Greatest Hits compilation to his name, Omarion's resume has since expanded to include roles on Fox’s “The Bernie Mac Show” and motion pictures such as “You Got Served” and “Fat Albert.”  Up next, Omarion plans to star in the horror flick “The House,” and is working on his highly anticipated forthcoming memoir.

Marques "Batman" Houston soared to No. 5 on Billboard’s Top R&B/Hip-Hop Albums with his 2003 debut solo album, MH.  His second solo release, “Naked,” proved that Houston continues to be one of today’s hottest hit makers.  A young vet in the music industry, Houston began with Immature in the early '90s and ignited the charts with “Tear It Up” and gold singles “Never Lie” and “Constantly.”  After crossing over into television to join the cast of “Sister Sister,” Houston formed the production company, Platinum Status, writing and producing hits for the multi-platinum groups B2K and Destiny's Child.  Showcasing his singing, songwriting and producing talents, the multitalented Houston served as executive producer for both of his solo albums MH (2003) and “Naked” (2005).  His film roles include “You’ve Got Served” and “Fat Albert,” and is slated to star in “The House” with real-life younger brother, Omarion.  Houston is currently seen on UPN on his hit show “Cuts” which airs Mondays at 8:30 p.m. ET/PT.
The first R&B artist signed to rapper Ludacris' Disturbing tha Peace (DTP) label, Bobby Valentino’s debut solo self-titled album entered the Billboard 200 at No. 3.  With smash hits "Slow Down," "Give Me a Chance" (feat. Ludacris) and the forthcoming single "Tell Me," the smoldering crooner has since become a BET and radio favorite.  Formerly the lead singer of MISTA, the Boyz II Men-styled group best known for their 1996 hit single "Blackberry Molasses," Valentino took a break from music to focus on college. After earning his degree in 2003, Valentino returned to demo work which landed in the hands of red-hot-rapper, Ludacris.   The sultry hit "Slow Down," which immediately burned up the airwaves, announced the singer's rebirth as a DTP member in early 2005.
Not since the Jackson 5 has the world witnessed a band of musical brothers with such high energy, artistic ability, and chart-topping success as Pretty Ricky.  Known for their unique style and onstage dancing, Pleasure, Slick ‘Em, Baby Blue, and Spectacular make up this hip-hop quartet.  Consisting of three hot rappers and one smoldering singer, Pretty Ricky has opened for hip-hop’s heavyweights, including Run-DMC, Lil Jon, Trick Daddy, and Trina.  Their debut album, Bluestars, gets temperatures rising to the smash hit “Grind With Me,” which has ruled radio request lines across the country.  Their signature sparkling head-to-toe outfits have lead to Pretty Ricky’s own clothing line, Marco De Blue, and keeping the groups entrepreneurial spirit alive, Bluestars was released by Atlantic with the group’s Blue Star Entertainment International imprint.
