(Detroit, August 17, 2005) – The White Stripes have added a third homecoming performance in Detroit Rock City to wrap up their U.S. tour at 7:30 p.m. Friday, September 30, in addition to the previously announced 7:30 p.m. Saturday, October 1 and Sunday, October 2 shows, at the Masonic Temple Theatre. Their new album — the band's fifth — on Third Man Records/ V2 Records was released on June 7 and debuted at No. 3 on the Billboard charts. Tickets for the September 30 show go on sale at 10 a.m. Friday, August 19.

Recorded in Detroit at Jack White’s Third Man Studios, mixed in Memphis at Ardent Studios and mastered in New York City at Masterdisk, the new album is titled Get Behind Me Satan and is already being hailed as their finest to date.
