Helen Hayes Award nominated actor Tyler Perry is back again!  Also a No. 1 playwright, he has been nominated for 4 NAACP Theater Awards.  Rave reviews from the Washington Post have compared Tyler Perry’s performance of Madea to the success of legendary Flip Wilson as Geraldine.
